DETAILS: Lauren Barnes, a teacher and student council adviser at La Verne Heights, was a fifth-grader 
and student council president at the school in 1994 when the time capsule was filled with 
items from students and buried. Barnes, several of her fellow La Verne Heights alumni, 
former teachers and Marcia Pateau, who served as principal at the time, will join current 
students for the time capsule’s unearthing. A reception hosted by La Verne Heights PTA will 
follow.
