 The event will feature representatives from more than 50 colleges and universities from 

across the country, including USC, UCLA, UC Berkeley, Cal State Los Angeles, Cal Poly San Luis 
Obispo, Scripps College, University of La Verne, University of Arizona, Maryville University,
