Every Thursday, Ulangca’s and Huerta’s students are given two hours of collaborative playtime, 
which allows their students to enjoy themselves while learning to work together. Ulangca said 
this weekly event is a great way for her students to learn about sharing, working in teams and 
building empathy for others. 
 
“Suzanne and I work hard to meet the needs of our students because each one is so individual 
and different that we try to meet each one where they need us most.” Ulangca said. “We know 
that if our students are doing well socially and emotionally, they will always do better 
academically.” 
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“I’m just excited for our school, because these awards are a testament to the amazing teachers 
and staff we have here at Pendleton School,” Principal Shin Park said. 
 
Ulangca and Huerta will be congratulated for their hard work during a virtual ceremony on April
